The good and the bad things
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Steps you must go through if you have to write a new query (due to new business 
requirements, changes in system reconfiguration, é)

Write a configuration file where you specify the new query:

Åmust know what to monitor, how to monitor it, é

Åmust know syntax of CEP query language, available operators, é

Stop current instance or create a new instance of CEP engine (but what happens to 
data in observation window? �Æmust handle)

Load the new query

Re-Start CEP engine
