John Domingue raised the need to adopt the existing scenarios along the following 4
dimensions:

1) Business oriented - how will organisations conduct business in an FI environment, vs

i1) Citizen oriented - daily activities associated with living and working within an FI enabled
society,

and
a) Incremental - with respect to today's available technology, vs
b) Visionary - longer term and potentially disruptive.
